A dog’s topical structure consists of visible body parts such as the tail and the toes. Breed standards
use topical features as reference points when describing a dog'’s ideal appearance. For example, a
breed standard may state that a dog's hocks should be perpendicular to the ground. As a groomer, lo-
cating topical features allows you to groom dogs according to their breed standard. It also allows you
to follow industry standards when naming or identifying different body parts.
